010 FOREWORD 

The deliberate initiation of general nuclear war appears remote, but the 
possibility' that such a war can occur will remain as long as nations possess 
the means of mass destruction. Although the announced policy of the United 
States is to seek and. maintain peace, the credibility of this policy lies in the 
capability to cope swiftly and effect ively with large scale nuclear war if that 
possibility becomes· a reality. The defense of the United States cannot lie 
solely with its military force, . Defense is the responsibility of all levels of 
government and of all the people. 

The Emergency Preparedness Handbook of the Department ,of State 
contains instructions and prescribes an outline of actions required to . 
insure the performance of essential functions during and immediately 
following an attack upon the United States,· It focuses primarily on head­
quarters activit ies. Department of State personnel outside the Washington 
area but within the United States (UN, Border Commissions, etc.) are 
expected to conform with local civil defense instructions, Emergency 
arrangements for over.seas operations and emergency and evacuation plans 
of mission abroad are not included in this handbook, 

To fulfill its .intended purpose, the handbook must be kept current and 
all Cadre members of the Department of State informed of its contents on a 
need -.to-know basis, All bureaus o r offices ""i th e ssential war-related · 
functions are requested to review the handbook continuously, particularly 
those portions affecting them, and to recommend improvements · 
or changes which are considered appropriate, 

The Director, Evacuation Relocation Staff, Office of Operations is 
responsible for the maintenance of the handbook, He will effect the 
neces·s ·ary coordination and issue, as required, proposed changes, modi­
fications or deletions.

020 PURPOSE 

The purpose of this handbook is (l) to 
acquaint selected Department of State employees 
with the over-all concept of Emer gency Pre
paredness of the Federal Government with 
particular reference to its applicability to the 
Department of State; (2) to provide guidance 
to heads of bureaus and offices for developing 
emergency actions, plans and procedures for 
their respective bur.eaus and offices; (3) to 
set forth over-all Department of State respon­

To recover from a 

nuclear attack, to prosecute and bring to an end

sible for · preparing emergency plans and for 
developing preparedness programs and pro­
cedures des igned to permit modification or 
expansion of the activities of the Department 
in order to meet con(!]itions of a nuclear war 
emergency. 

Specifically the Secretary of State is re­
sponsible for the development of policies, plans, 
and procedures for carrying out his responsi­
bilities in the conduct of foreign relations under 
conditions of national emergency.

a, Formulation, neg otiation, and implemen­
tation of contingency and post-emergency 
plans with United States allies and of the 
intergovernmental agreements and arrange­
ments required by such plans; 

b. Formulation, negotiation, and execution 
of measures affectin g the relationship of the 
United States with neutral States; 

c. Formulation and execution of political 
strategy towards hostile or enemy States, 
including the definition of war objectives and 
political means for achieving those objectives; 

d. Maintenance of diplomatic representation 
abroad; 

e. Reporting and advising on conditions over­
seas which bear upon the national emergency; 

f. Carrying out or proposing economic meas­
ures with respect to other nations; 

g. P roviding mutual assistance activities 
such as ascertaining requirements of the civi­
lian economies of other nations, making rec­
ommendations to domestic resource agencies 
for meeting such requirements, and determin­
ing the availability of and making arrangements 
for obtaining foreign resources required by . 
the United States; 

h. Providing fore~gn assistance, including 
continuous superv1s1on and general direction 
of authorized econom i c and military assist ­
a~1ce programs for friendly nations and de­
termination of the value thereof; 

i. Protection or evacuation of American 
citizens and nationals abroad and safeguard­
ing their property; 

j. Protecti~n and/or control of interna­
tional organization and foreign diplomatic, 
consular, and other officialpersonnel and 
property, or other assets in the United States; 

k. f'roviding documentary control of per­
sons seeking to enter or leave t h e United 
States. 

60.2-2. This Executive order also provides 
at "Emergency p l ans and programs, and

Based on these responsibilities a redeter­
ination was made of the Dep artment's ge'neral 
ar essential functi ons, The listing of t h ese 
nctions is provided in Exhibit 060.2-2 of this 
ndbook as guidance for the emergency p lanni ng 
tivities of bureaus and offices. 

In this regard all geographlc .ana runcnonaL · 
reaus will undertak e as part of their continuing 
tivities t he achievement of a capability to per­
rm the essential emergency functions which lie 
ithin t h eir area of responsibility and compe­
nc-e. 

This m .eans that, in addition to the develop• 
ent of substant i ve plans and actions, bureaus

cilities. These respo n sibilities include but 
e not limited to: 

a. Selection of emergency cadre members 
under established criteria; 

b. Instruction of cadre members as to their 
specific respons ibilities; 

c. Establishment of lines of authority and 
direction for the bureau; 

d. Selection a n d prepositioning to proper 
site or repository of essential and vital rec­
ords and material; 

e. Preparation under established uniform.

f. Insuring that the cascade notification 

cards held by cadre members are accurate 

and up-to-date; 


g. Processing cadre members for ad­

and capabilities of the Department of State. T he Secretary of State 

shall develop :policies, plans, and pro('.cdurcs Jor <:arrying out his re­

sppnsibilities m the conduct of the fomi<Tn relations of the United 

States under conditions of national eme~gency, including, but not 

li;nited to ·(1) ·the formulation and implementiltio~, in COilS!Jlt;a,t.ion 

w1th the Department of Defense and other appropnate agenc1es, and 


··the negotiation of contingency and post-emergency plans with our 
· · all~es and of the intei·governmentnl. agreemen~s ~rid arrangeme~ts re­

qmred by such plans; (2) formulation, negot1at10n , and execut10n of 
7:>olicy affecting the relationships of the United States with neutral 
States; (3} formulation and execution of political strategy toward hos­
tile or enemy States, including the definition of 'mr objectives and the 
political' means for achieving those ol>jccti ves; ( 4) maintenance of 
diplomatic and consular representation <t l>road ; ( 5) reporting and ad­
vising on conditions overseas which bear upon the n ational emergency; 
(6) carrying out or proposing economic measures with respect to other 

nations, mcfuding coordination with t.he export control funct ions of the 

Secretary of Commerce; (7) mutual assistance activities such as as­

certaining reqoirements of the civilian economies of other nations, 

making recommendations to domestic resource agencies for meetwg 

such requirements, and determining the availabifity of and mak;inl!; 

arrangements for obtaining foreign resources required by the Umted 

'States; (8) providinj!: fore1gn ass1stance, including. continuol!s super­

vision and general d1rect.ion of authorized ecoJJomic and mihtary as­

sistance programs, and determination of the value thereof; (9) . pro­

tection ·or evacuation of Amerkan citizens and · nationals abroad and 

safegu_arding thei_r property; (10) pro_tection .and/or control .()£ in­

ternational orgamzatJon and fore1gn diplomatic, consular, and other 

official personnel and property, or other assets, in the United States; 

·( 11) doc\Ullentary control of persons seeking to enter or leave the 


·united States; and (12) regufat.ion and cont1'0l of exports .of 1tems 

on the munitions list.
