DE T-1 advised that during Ralph Nader's speech
at WSU on April 23, 1870, the auditorium was filled and
the doors had to be locked. - Other students attenpted to
get into the auditorium and as a result the WSU Department
of “ub]io Safety was called to maintain order. - According
to the source there were 2,800 to .3,0C0 people present at
the meeting and no damage reuulted, further, no arrests were
necessary. ~

DE T-5 advised on April 20, 1970, that a nmeeting

of the Michigan State University (¥MSU) Committee to Defend
The Conspiracy Seven, a group whose leaders believe:in
Weatherman politics but claim no natiocnal VWeatherman
association was held ‘April 19, 1870, and a decision was
made to attempt to disrupt fo mer Secretary of the Interior
Stewart Udall's speech, which will be given at 1:00 p.m.
April 21, 1970, at KSU auditorium in conjunctjou with En-
r;;onmenual Teach-In gctivities. . Current plans were to
disrupt the speecn by staging a guerrllla theater skit.

% T-5 stated on April 21, 1970, that an additional
meeting of the above group was held on April 20, 1970 and
‘again a discussion was held concerning methods to disrupt
Udall's forthcoming speech. It was decided that approximately
.14 persons in costumes would march into the ¥EU auditoriunm
carrying signs such as '"Free Bobby" and balloons filled
with red paint. These persons are to chant "Free Bobby"
~and upon the signal "Now' the balloons will' be thrown at
Udall and everyone will scaiter
