JPRS Reports are English translations of unclassified foreign newspapers, magazines,
journal articles, scholarly works, monographs, trade and commercial publications, and
foreign research reports primarily concerning geopolitical affairs and socio-economic
information pertaining to Third World and Communist countries. Translations were
prepared from source materials determined to be important for research in the social
sciences, economics, international relations, military affairs, political science, and
scientific and engineering research.
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
