Item 38, Part 7 of the U. S. Coast Guard Comprehensive Re-
cords Control Schedule No. 2 (Field Records) directs the

Records Center. This is presently resulting in an unnec-
essary flow of paperwork in the Seamen Documentation and i
Records Branch (G-MVP) at Headquarters, and duplication of
the information contained in the seaman's records.

In order to correct this matter, it is requested that dis-
position given below be approved.

After approval of proposed disposition, the schedule will
be amended to reflect the new authorized records dispo-
sition.

The amendment will permit the MIO's to purge their files
of deceased seamen's records without putting an undue
burden on G-MVP by sending needless material to Head-
quarters. The requested amendment is in accordance with
a recommendation dated 20 February 19Tk, by a Study Team
from NARS.

It has been requested by G-MVP that amended disposition be
approved prior to the date of implementation of the Pri-
vacy Act which is 27 September 1975.
