Background: Under the AViation and Transportation Secunty Act (ATSA), the Transportation 
Secunty Administration (TSA) IS responsible for secunty In all modes of transportation TSA's 
National Explosives Detection Canine Team Program (NEDCTP) prepares dogs and handlers 
to quickly locate and Identify dangerous matenals that may present a threat to transportation 
systems 

The Canine Web-based Systems, which Includes the Canme Web Site System (also known as 
CWS) ISa web-based system designed to assist In coordinating canine operations The web-
based systems serve as the central management database for all National Explosives 
Detection Canine Team Program (NEDCTP) and similar program records and operations 
These systems may collect personally Identifiable information (PII) used to facilrtate training, 
foster cornmurucatron, and to perform administrative functions, among other activmes

NOTE: The onqmally proposed drsposrtron of 3 years falls far short of the 15 year 
retention for similar canine training records maintained by a another Federal 
Agency (U S Secret Service, NARA authonty - N1-087-97-2 Item 3) with law 

enforcement responsibilities With that In mind and based upon OLE/FAMS' lack 

of sufficient business reason to Justify and support their proposed 3-year retention 

penod, OIMP IS requesting that these records be kept for 15 years, which ISconsist 
with similar NARA-approved record schedules
