The Sinai Support Mission was established in 1976, and
 
closed ~n 1982. It was the first non-U.N. peacekeeping

force in the world. It was adm~n~stered by the State
 
Department with A.I.D. involvement, and most construction,

operations and techn~cal functions were performed by

contract personnel. This organization was succeeded in
 
early 1982 by the Multlnational Force and Observers.
